Wash the Cookware thoroughly in warm water with a soft
cloth and mild detergent.

Dry thoroughly using a clean, dry cloth or paper

towel. Never allow the Cookware to air-dry naturally as
this can tarnish the surface.

Spread a thin layer of melted shortening or vegetable oil
over the skillet. Place the cookware on the middle rack
of your oven at 180°C/356°F and allow to bake for an
hour. Remove the cast iron from the oven and allow to
cool naturally. Once cool, wipe away any excess oil left
behind.

Alternatively, you can heat via a hob. Heat on medium
heat, turn off the heat allow to cool, wipe access and
repeat at least 5 times before first use.

GENERAL SAFETY The Cookware is not suitable for use
in a dishwasher.

The Cookware is not suitable for use in microwave ovens.
The Cookware is suitable for oven temperatures of up to
240°C/464°F unless otherwise stated in the

listings or on the product itself.

Place on a suitable rack in the middle of the oven.

The item can also be placed on a
low heated hob to dry. Never allow the item to air-dry as
this can cause spot to appear.

For any stubborn food residue, simmer a small amount
of water for 3-5 minutes then allow to cool. Once cool
enough, Use a wooden or silicone spatula to scrape any
residual food from the surface of the Cookware.

Never use to store food. Residue, salts, sugars and acids
released by food can damage the Cookware.

If there is any food baked onto the cookware,
sprinkle a generous amount of salt onto the surface and
use a paper towel to scour away any build-up.

Use a damp cloth to remove and salt and re-season the
cookware with a spoonful of cooking oil.

Do not immerse in, or fill with, cold water when hot.

Do not use any metal, harsh abrasive or very stiff pads/
washing up brushes, or abrasive cleaning agents on any
of the surfaces.

It is recommended that you place a paper towel
between Cookware if stacking to prevent damage to the
surfaces.
