CLEANING AND MAINTNANCE

When not in use and before cleaning the blanket,
disconnect it from the mains.

Disconnect the controller from the blanket.

Do NOT immerse the controller in water or get them wet.

Clean the surface of the cord with neutral detergent if
the cord is dirty and wipe it dry with soft cloth.

Machine washing of the blanket is possible; however,
hand wiping it down will prolong the life of the blanket.

To machine wash, remove the controller and place the
blanket in a net bag and seal it.

Use a small amount of detergent and set the washing
machine to a “Delicate Wash” with a maximum
temperature of 40°.

When washed, remove the blanket from the net bag and
drape it over a clothes line to dry. Do not use clothes
pegs to secure it.
